Physical resources and site agreements

All powered equipment should be well maintained and
PAT certified. Facilities for grinding and sharpening hand tools will be
available. Centres will have special designated areas within their
Plastering workshop (cubicles or project areas) allowing candidates to
practise the requirements of the units and carry out the Practical
Assignments.

Centre staffing
