Who is this qualification for? 
 
This qualification is aimed at you if you are looking start a career as a barber. 
 
This qualification is suitable for anyone over the age of 16 years and no prior qualifications 
are needed. 
  
What does this qualification cover?

• provide threading services for hair removal

where possible work placements will also be provided by the employers. This practically 
based training is ideal preparation for training on the job or specialist further study.

This qualification could lead to a job as a barber, working in one of the following 
establishments: 

 barber shop 
 hair salon  
 cruise ship 
 hotel salon.
