As the Sector Skills Council for the Justice, Community Safety and Legal Services sector, Skills for Justice support City and Guilds in replacing a unit with an updated version as outlined below -

· D/503/3753 Level 2 ‘Maintain security at entry and exit points’ to replace the current T/601/3969 Level 3 ‘Maintain security at entry and exit points’.

This above unit features in the following qualifications – 

· City & Guilds Level 2 NVQ Certificate in Custodial Care 600/0932/9

· City & Guilds Level 3 NVQ Diploma in Custodial Care 600/0753/9

The reason for replacing the unit is that it has been agreed with employers within the Custodial Care sector that the level is amended to more accurately reflect the content of the unit. 

The change also corrects an issue with the structure of the Level 2 NVQ Certificate in Custodial Care qualification to ensure that learners achieve more than 50% of the credits at Level 2; therefore the overall credit value must be amended from 22 credits to 23 credits.
